They openly supported the German occupiers and paid a heavy price for it after the war. They were
convicted of treason, often in absentia, and then escaped to Argentina, hiding in Bariloche, a
beautiful city in the province of Rio Negro. In the documentary series Bariloche we portray these
Flemish stragglers today. How do they deal with their heavy family ideological legacy? How great
is the desire to make reparation, and for a possible return to their home country?
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
