Dog of Flanders

The best-known book about Flanders is a cultural phenomenon in Japan yet unknown at home and
has been the subject of several film adaptations in Japan and in the US. This documentary uses
the novel as a point of departure to raise questions about the differences in the perception of
Flanders by the Brits, the Japanese, the Americans and the Flemish.
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
