Lydia starts proclaiming loudly that Sandy is yet another victim
of sexual abuse. As a result, Rob is subject to a whole series of accusations and the public opinion
grows increasingly convinced of his guilt. Nell, who is drawn into the media battle as well, finally
succeeds at exposing the chain of half-truths, coincidences and lies.
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
